Stanislaus Academy provides academics and structure for students who are determined to be emotionally disturbed,
specific learning disabled, mild mentally retarded or other health impaired. Students are placed at Stanislaus Academy
through the IEP process and are continuously evaluated for improvement through this process. Each student is
encouraged to improve their social skills and behavior with the goal of returning back to public school. Collaboration and
communication with districts, SELPA and family ensure that students are returned back to public school with appropriate
supports in place.

All class work and goals are individualized following state standards for elementary, junior high and senior high.
Students are able to obtain a diploma or certificate of completion depending upon their IEP requirements. Stanislaus
Academy participates in the California Department of E
career opportunities and work experience. Stanislaus Academy staff strive to teach appropriate behaviors and social
skills through positive behavior modification techniques.

Stanislaus Academy Discipline Policy encourages students to stay in class while behaving appropriately. Many students
learn to avoid dealing with problems by acting out which results in removal from the classroom. Stanislaus Academy
has adopted a positive point system based on examples of appropriate social behavior and academic progress. The
points are accumulatedandd ocument ed i n the form of a | evel system.
become eligible for rewards and privileges. Points are also used in the token economy system to purchase items from
the student store. Students are aware that positive behavior helps to accumulate points, just as negative behavior may
mean a loss of points. Behavioral incidents are assigned a point value to be deducted from the daily total. Quick
redirection, acceptance of a consequence and bonus points are ways of capturing lost points. Extreme behaviors result
in detention (a time for redirection) or suspension if the infraction warrants it.
